Another tiger
that receives mention - “Montecore” - is the white Siegfried and
Roy show stop&r that literally brought an end tq the Las Vegas
extravaganza. Other inscriptions include “Streak”, the name ofa
group of tigers, and “February 14th”, the start of the Chinese year
of the tiger. Open the lid to reveal a fire hydrant and bent golf club,
in homage to the world’s most famous tiger.
